PUBLIC PROGRAMS REPORT

I)
WORKSHOPS FOR CHILDREN
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Throughout the period of the Jameel Prize 2009 exhibition, 2 hours workshops have been given to children aged 5-7, 8-11, 11-14 and 15-19, held by two experienced art history educators. In total, 431 children have participated to the workshops and 1915 children between 8-19 ages have had a guided tour of the Jameel Prize 2009 Exhibition.
The main objectives of the workshops for children were to give them a conceptual idea of contemporary and traditional Islamic Art, to reinforce their knowledge through application, to integrate entertainment and learning, reinforce their creativity and thus to help them to strengthen their mental, physical, social and emotional growth.
The program started with them coming to the museum and getting some introductory information about the exhibition throughout a slide show that contained some basic examples of Islamic Art and with a reflexion on Islamic artistic tradition and contemporary practice. Then, a guided tour of the exhibition was given to them. The program ended with a workshop in which they created their own works with the given materials, including leather, fabrics, cardboards of different types and thickness, glossy finish papers, aluminum plates, felt, buttons, beads, feathers, adhesives, glitter glues, markers, scissors, etc.
II) 
CONFERENCE BY CAMILLE ZAKHARIA
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Organised by the Sakıp Sabancı Museum and generously supported by the Victoria and Albert Museum, the conference took place on January 7th 2011 at 4.30 PM and was delivered by Camille Zakharia, one of the participating artists of the Jameel Prize 2009 exhibition. 
Approximately 30 participants had the opportunity to explore Camille Zakharia’s works, from his most early productions to the latest ones. The artist shared his experiences and techniques in the field of photocollage and photomontage, making mention of his main motivations, inspirations and themes; the creation of images that reflect on issues relating to identity, boundaries, home, the sense of self and the sense of belonging, our environment’s effect on us etc.

At the end of the conference, the participants asked questions to Camille Zakharia and had the chance to interact with him at the cocktail that was offered right after. This has also been a very constructive introduction for the students that participated to the workshop with the artist the following day.
II)
WORKSHOP WITH CAMILLE ZAKHARIA
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The workshop, organised by the Sakıp Sabancı Museum and generously supported by the Victoria and Albert Museum, consisted of a workshop on photocollage and montage delivered by Camille Zakharia, one of the participating artists of the Jameel Prize 2009 exhibition. 

The workshop was held on January 8th 2011 from 10.30 AM to 5.30 PM in the library of the Sakıp Sabancı Museum, with 8 participants, mostly students of the Social Sciences and Fine Arts department of the Sabancı University. 

The participants have been introduced to the photocollage and montage techniques. Camille Zakharia has made a general presentation on the history of photocollage and shared his experience in this medium. A visit of the Jameel Prize 2009 exhibition was organised, where Camille Zakharia gave the participants a guided tour, especially focusing on his work.
